In addition to tracking the Heartbreakers over their decades together, "Runnin' Down A Dream" also
follows Tom Petty's solo adventures and his time as a Traveling Wilbury alongside George Harrison, Bob
Dylan, Jeff Lynne and Roy Orbison. A celebration of what can happen when artists are given the
chance to explore the depths of their own talent, "Runnin' Down A Dream" is the story of an artistic
victory unlike any other.
